AGENT’S ANNUALIZATION AGREEMENT

In order to assist
(herein referred to as “Representative”), Jefferson Pilot
Financial Insurance Company (herein the Company) agrees that
so long as this agreement remains in force, the Representative
will be advanced 50% of the Representative’s projected first
year commission.

Commissions will be paid as specified in the Agent Con-
tract as policies are placed in force. When the advance has
been repaid on the respective policy, the policy reverts to an
earned commission status. Lapses during the first 6 months
are charged back.

Such advance payment of commissions will not be paid on
Group Business or Annuities.

If a policy has any outstanding annualized advance to be
repaid and a lapse occurs, the entire outstanding balance
for this policy is immediately charged back.

The Representative agrees the Company may impose a maxi-
mum dollar limit on the amount of advance of the
Representative’s projected first year commission on each
policy issued by the Company and a maximum dollar limit on
the amount applicable to the total outstanding advances of
the Representative’s first year commissions on all policies

placed by the Representative with the Company. The amounts
of these maximum limits will be announced by the Com-
pany to the General Agent from time to time and are subject
to change by the Company.

Any exceptions to these maximum limits must be expressly
authorized in writing by the Company.

The Company reserves the right to change this annualization
agreement and the agreement may be terminated at any
time by the Representative, General Agent or the Company.

In consideration for the advance payment of commission
provided under this agreement, the Representative hereby
agrees that if upon termination of the Agent Contract the
commissions advanced under this agreement exceed the
commissions actually earned, then the Representative
waives and releases all rights under said contract to any
future commissions on the business so annualized. Fur-
ther, the excess of advance over commissions earned is a
debt which the Representative owes the Company. The Com-
pany expressly retains its rights of offset as set forth in the
Agent Contract.

The person receiving overriding commissions on the business
of the Representative acting as guarantor of the debt of the
Representative created by this agreement is referred to herein
as the “General Agent”. The General Agent hereby agrees that:
(1) If upon termination of this Annualization Agreement the
commissions that have been advanced to the Representative
under this Agreement exceed the commissions actually earned,
the Company will offset any overriding commissions which are
then, or later become due the General Agent on business which
the commissions were so advanced against the deficit bal-
ance; (2) If upon termination of the Representative’s contract,
the commissions were so advanced under this Annualization
agreement exceed the commissions actually earned, then the
General Agent waives and releases any rights under the
General Agent’s contract with the Company to any overriding
commissions and to the Representative’s non-vested
commissions on any business on which commissions were
advanced under this Annualization Agreement.

Inorderto assist
{the “General Agent*), Jefferson Pilot Financlal Group of

Companies and its affiliates {herein the Company) agrees
that so long as this agreement remains in force, the General
-, Agent will be advanced 50% of the General Agent's projected

first year agent's commission and 100% of the profected
first year General Agent’s overriding commissions paid for by
the General Agent personally or by any agent or broker
placing business through the agency.

Commissions will be pald twice monthly as policles are placed
In force. When the agent’s advance has been repald on the
respective policy, the polfcy reverts to an eamed commission
status. Lapses during the first 6 months are charged back.

When the oveniding advance has been repaid on the respective
policy, the policy reverts to an earned commission status,
Lapses during the first 12 months are charged back.

Such advance payment of commissions will not be paid on
group business or Flexible Premium Annuities.

If a policy has any outstanding annualized advance to be
repaid and a lapse occurs, the entire outstandmg balance is
immediately charged back.

If a policy has any outstanding annualized advance to be
repaid after the 13th month, the entire outstanding balance
is immediately charged back.

The General Agent agrees the Company may impose a maxi-
mum dollar limit on the amount of advance of the General
Agent’s projected first year Agent's commission on each
policy issued by the Company and a maximum dollar limit
on the amount applicable to the total outstanding advances
of the General Agent’s first year Agent’s commissions and
projected first year overriding commissions on all policies
placed by the General Agent with the Company.

The amount of these maximum limits will be anhounced by
the Company to the General Agent from time to time and
are subject to change by the Company.

Any exceptions to these maximum limits must be expressly
authorized in writing by the Company.

The Company reserves the right to change this annualization
agreement and the agreement may be terminated at any
time by the General Agent or the Company.

In consideration for the advance payment of commissions
provided under this agreement, the General Agent hereby
agrees that if upon termination of the General Agent’s
Contract the commissions advanced under this Agreement
axceed the cemmisgsions actually earned, then the General
Agent waives and releases all rights under said contract to
any future commissions including oveniding commissions on
the business so annualized. Further, the excess of advance
ovar commissions eamed is a debt which the General Agent
owes the Company. The Company expressly retains its rights
of offset as set forth in the Agent’s Contract.
